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Collinsville police and fire dispatchers
are being swamped with accidental 911
calls made by children using old cell
phones they were given as toys.
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"It's nonstop, untraceable calls,” said
Lisa Kirk, a city telecommunicator who
fields dozens of the calls each week. "I
think it's getting worse."
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Kids get the obsolete cell phones to play
with as toys, and because calling plans
are usually cancelled, the phones
generally can't make calls.

The problem is, almost all cell phones
have a safety setting that allows the
devices to still dial 911 - even if the
calling plan isn't active.

"It will still call 911," Kirk said.

The mostly unknown caveat has resulted
in 911 operators across the country Stock cell phone
receiving thousands of calls each hour

from playing toddlers and children

taught at an early age about the emergency number.

"It's fairly common, unfortunately,” said Roger Hixson, the technical issues director for the
National Emergency Number Association, a trade group outside Washington, D.C.

Hixson has been following the trend for years and said the problem touches most police and
fire departments.

There appears to also have been a "stone walling" by the cell phone manufacturers as well as the phone
companies which have coordinated the distancing from this solution. The legal implications and public 911 safety downgrading due to poor cell
phone face plate/button design appear to be obvious.
